Project dates

We would like to advise and apologise that this programme will overrun from the initial expected
completion date. We are now entering the final phase of the programme where we will be
commencing putting the external wall system back together. This is following extensive investigation
and design works in relation to the defects discovered. The dates are as follows:

e Site 1 - Cumnor House, Helmi House and Lidcote House: Scheduled to finish before Christmas;
this includes all works completed and scaffold taken down. There may be some storage
required to the front of the block and in the car park area until the completion of site 2.

e Site2—-11and 17 Robsart Street, and 1 and 7 Thornton Street: Scheduled to finish circa easter
2024. This site will take a little longer due to the lead time on material and more complex
external wall remediation process required. External render systems can only be applied when
the weather is dry, and the temperature is 5°C. Therefore, the contractor has had to factorin
sometime into the programme to allow for adverse weather conditions.

We would like to thank all residents for their understanding while these necessary safety works are
being undertaken. If for any reason, there is a significant change to the programme, we will of course
write to all residents advising them further.
